2. The grantee must explicitly identify the granted scholarship from Naresuan University in the published study/studies
and thesis presenting the grantee’s work.

3. The grantee must be actively involved in supporting and contributing to the activities of Naresuan University and its
community.

4. The grantee must act as a teaching assistant (TA) and/or research assistant (RA) as specified by the thesis advisor/
assigned advisor.

5. The grantee must maintain a Cumulative Grade Point Average of > 3.25 at the end of each academic year. For
a research-based student, the academic advisor will submit an evaluation at the end of each semester. Failing to meet
this requirement will result in a termination of the scholarship.

6. The grantee must pay attention to his/her study by following the guidance of his/her advisor. The grantee is required to
complete the study without any willful abandonment of the scholarship.

7. |If the grantee receives another scholarship, research fund, or any other kinds of funding, the granter reserves the right
to adjust the scholarship in accordance with the terms and conditions of this scholarship agreement.

8. If the grantee is unable to follow the conditions specified in this agreement, the granter reserves the right to terminate
the scholarship in accordance with the terms and conditions of this scholarship agreement. The granter is authorized
to revoke the scholarship should the grantee is found to behave inappropriately or to fail academically.
